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This year, NADA members chose to go with a dif-
ferent trialing option of three mini AAC trials, as 
opposed to one big AAC trial.  The first trial was on 
July 18th in the Southlands Park (a cozy and beau-
tiful site) with judge Stephen Dahr, 44 runs (8 of 
which were FEO) and 7 Q’s (5 from NADA mem-
bers – 14% Q rate).  The second trial was August 
22nd at Pearlgate Track & Field Complex with judge 
Rebecca Dunstan, 50 runs (1 of which was FEO), 
and 8 Q’s (all from NADA members – 16% Q rate). 

The hopes were to give members a less intimidat-
ing trial experience, easier trials to organize, and 
more opportunities for title achievements for those 
who wished to seek titles.  In AAC, you can only 
earn a title if you earn your Q’s (qualifying runs) 
under at least two different judges, so by having 
three different mini-trials (and three different 
judges), members could earn a title in a year, in-
stead of two years as previously required with the 
one big trial.   

We have had two of the three mini-trials to date, 
and we have accomplished two of the three hopes 
to date.  We had a total of eight new teams enter 
the trialing world.  Congratulations to: Brianna with 
Jersey and Bruiser, Caroline & Bella, Carolyn & 
Chip, Cathy & Fergie, Jon & Tucker, Lindsay & Ca-
prica, and Virginia & Katie.  This brings the num-
bers up to 28 NADA dogs who have competed in at 
least one AAC trial!  We’re expecting another new 
team (or two) for the September mini-trial!    

In the August trial, we also had three teams earn 
their first AAC title!  Congratulations go to Mickey, 
ADC (with Tony), Lexi, ADC (with Jennie), and 
Bella, ADC (with Rose)! That means we now have 
four dogs in the club who will be running Advanced 

Standard runs! 

The hope of easily organizing the three mini-trials 
has not been quite realized just yet, although the 
trial committee is definitely getting into a groove 
with the trials.  One of the challenges has been or-
ganizing volunteers when members haven’t identi-
fied trial volunteering on their membership forms, 
or with people signing up to help and then backing 
out (for various reasons).   Despite the challenges 
that Kim has had to face, we have been very fortu-
nate to have enough competing and non-
competing volunteers to make the trials a success.  
Special thanks go to our scribes, timers, scribe & 
leash runners, gate & ring stewards, U-Haul driv-
ers, course coordinator, and the members who 
have gone to the arena to help with loading and 
unloading the equipment!  We can’t have these tri-
als without your help in these roles!!! Thank-you!!!!!  

We have our last mini AAC trial on September 19th 
with Rick Whiting (a wonderful Masters judge), and 
he will be providing the club with a very informative 
workshop on Regionals the Saturday beforehand.  
By the way, for any of you who are intimidated by 
the word “Regionals” I should let you know that the 
fun trials in the barn were all REGIONALS 
courses!!!!  You don’t have to run clean to qualify 
(as it is points accumulation, not Q’s)!  There will 
be drills and a lot of information about what are re-
gionals and how they work!  Auditing if not partici-
pating will be extremely beneficial to anyone who 
wants to understand this sport!!!!  

Happy trialing, and hopefully I will be able to watch 
more members have fun (either with babe in arms 
or still in belly) at the September trial!
